What To Expect At The ShowTime New Cast Member Audition & General Questions & Answers

1.  Where is the audition ?

2.   What do I wear & What do I  bring ?
Dress casual with comfortable shoes. Bring CD, cassette tape, or sheet music if you want to sing with 
accompaniment … you may sing acappella if you prefer. Our director will play for you or you can bring 
someone to play for you.

3.   How long will the audition last ?

The length of time varies with the number of people who are auditioning. We usually listen to the solo auditioners one at a time and then have the group try a new song and some stage/dance movements. 

4.   What should I expect?

We have a panel of two or three including the Producer, Vocal Director, and usually one other person. The panel sits at a table – there will not be any other people in the studio for the vocal solo audition unless the person auditioning brings someone with them.

5.   What should I sing?


ShowTime music includes pop/rock, country, Broadway/Hollywood, gospel, and patriotic. Therefore, most music that is acceptable for a family-oriented show will be fine. We usually think auditioners should sing the type of songs they enjoy most. Length of song should be approximately 2.5 minutes.

6.   What if I do not know how to dance or I do not have previous stage experience ? 
Only a few cast members have had dance training. Most of the cast learns some basic stage movements and then some dance steps. There are riser positions for non-dancers. Most cast members have had some type of choral or choir experience. Only a few cast members have theatrical experience.
7.    What if I cannot read music ?

Most of our cast members read music; however, several do not read music. We provide CDs with the vocal parts and an instrumental version for the cast members to use for practice.

8.   When will I know if I am accepted as a cast member?

The number of openings varies each year. We usually have several (eight-ten) openings for men and four-six openings for women. We usually notify you within two weeks.

9.   When do rehearsals begin? 

Rehearsals are held on Thursdays 7 – 10 PM the month of May, and Tuesdays & Thursdays the month of June & the first of July. We rehearse everyday the week prior to the shows. See the website for dates.
10.   Are there expenses ?

ShowTime supplies most of the costume pieces and accessories. The cast supplies the basics (shoes, tights or socks, pants for the men, etc.) Occasionally the cast is asked to supply a particular piece of clothing – long sleeve white shirt, etc. There are no fees. 

11.   Does the cast receive free tickets?


No, we all buy our tickets for this event – at the Fun Fest office.

12.   Where do you get the costumes?

ShowTime orders from professional costume companies and other suppliers. Some costumes are re-circulated from previous years. The costumes sizes for women range from size 6-16. The size for men ranges from small- XXX. The costumes are designed specially for each scene of the show.
13.   Will I sing a solo in the show?

There are several solos and the cast members audition for the solos a few weeks before the shows.
