Kingsport’s ShowTime 2010 Children & Student Cast Member Performance Information

Thanks to our wonderful sponsors – Eastman, Food City, and the Kingsport Times-News—we are going to present the 23th Annual ShowTime as part of Kingsport’s Fun Fest 2010. It is our goal to provide a summer ShowTime experience with a wonderful community-involvement experience for you, our children’s cast, and our Student ShowChoirs. 
Classes for both Teenage and Student ShowChoirs and Children’s cast will meet twice a week because it is easier for parents to arrange transportation and work around summer vacations and activities. The Boys’ Class will meet once per week. The length of class times are designed to be fun for the students, accomplish our goals, and complete the dance routines before the rehearsals begin at Eastman. We are looking forward to a great summer of classes, rehearsals, and shows. 
The theme for ShowTime 2010 will be “Celebrate” because it is the 30th Anniversary of Fun Fest. As usual, we will have musical selections that include Broadway, popular, rock, country, gospel, and patriotic song and dance routines. We include a wide variety of styles for family-entertainment. Approximately 4,000 people attend ShowTime’s Fun Fest performances. 
As we celebrate the 23st Annual ShowTime, we are looking forward to working with our students. Our ShowTime students are very special. Students from all area dance and vocal studios are welcome—please share this information with your friends. General ShowTime Information 
Kingsport’s ShowTime is a musical revue and includes various styles and forms of music and dance—including Pop, Rock, Gospel, Country, and Broadway. The cast includes adults, teens, and children and was designed to provide family entertainment for the Kingsport community presented by people from the Kingsport area community. 
ShowTime is not a talent show, although there are often opportunities for special parts or solos. The classes are fun and the Show Choirs, Dancers, and Boys are challenged by the opportunity to work together joining with the cast and crew to present exciting, family-oriented- entertainment. 
Classes will begin the week of June 7h and continue through July 2 and will be held at the ShowTime studio on Country Drive. The technical and dress rehearsals week will be July 12 – 16 and performances scheduled for July 17, 18, & 19 at Eastman’s Toy F. Reid Auditorium. 
These classes for the students have been developed as performance classes that build on the instruction that dancers have acquired from weekly dance lessons at their local dance or vocal studio. In order to participate, the students must have some performance experience (Recitals, Dance Teams, Church programs (vocalists), etc). The dance children will study dance for musical revue (blending ballet, tap, and jazz), and the ShowChoir study musical revue (theatrical dance) culminating with a performance as part of the ShowTime performance. The classes will move quickly with the students learning 3 to 5 musical numbers for the ShowTime performance. 
Attendance Policy

Due to the limited time the students have to learn the songs for performance, they may not miss class more than two classes and are required to attend all the rehearsals (as necessary for their performance) the week prior to the performance when we are at Eastman. 
The Class Schedules may be altered slightly if necessary for the majority of students to attend (call if you have a problem with the schedule) or for special choreography. We often have guest choreographers. Absence from class may limit the number of songs in which the dancer may perform or require the student to be omitted from the performance. 
When we are at Eastman—no young children are allowed in the lobby or in the theater unless supervised by an adult. No sibling is allowed to watch unless seated with parents. Parents may take photos or videos of the Dress Rehearsals, but not the performances.
 Location of Classes 

Most classes will be held at 5022 Country Drive,  Kingsport,TN     (allow 8 minutes from Ft Henry Mall). 

From Kingsport: take Memorial Blvd Hwy # 126 (toward Indian Springs/I81), make a right turn at the first right street past the Indian Springs Shopping Center onto Country Drive.

From Interstate 81: take Exit 66 (Carolina Pottery) and travel west on Hwy # 126 toward Kingsport approximately 4 miles. Turn left onto Country Drive.  

The studio is in the basement level of my house (second house on the right). Follow lower sidewalk to basement door. We have a wide circle driveway, enter the first driveway and exit the second. Please park on the right side of the driveway and leave space for other cars to exit the driveway—please do not park in the grass or leave children outside unattended. 
Student Attire, Costumes, & Shoes
Students are required to wear appropriate clothing (for ShowChoir) and dancewear with dance shoes (for dancers) to class and rehearsals. While most costumes will be provided by ShowTime, the students may be required to provide some items as necessary for the group photos or performances. In previous years, for example, dancers have needed white shorts, tennis shoes, or an old tie and jacket, or a summer sundress. We will send you a note home from class, if you need to provide specific items. We do not have access to “plus size” costumes or adult size costumes for the younger children. Our costumes sizes for the younger children (ages 4 – 10) range from size 3 – size 12 -14 in regular sizes.  
Dancers and Show Choir members will be required to provide their own shoes as required to match their costumes. The dancers must provide the appropriate color and style of shoe as requested by the director (usually inexpensive dress shoes and pink or black ballet shoes, and occasionally a third pair of shoes is required – maybe white sandals or tennis shoes). The Show Choir students and teenagers are required to wear character shoes as requested by the director.
Additional Information

ShowTime is a community performance made possible by our sponsors and the volunteers who help us present this program. The ticket prices are kept low in order for the community to attend a musical event like ShowTime. All cast, crew, and dancer’s families purchase our tickets through the Fun Fest Ticket Office-we do not receive any free tickets. And, parents are needed to volunteer to help in some area of the production: backstage, crew on sets, set up, take down, sewing, clean up, ushers, etc…When you are working backstage or performing, you are not required to have a ticket. Thousands of hours go into producing this performance—a few of us work on it year round, our cast and crew begin in April with dancers and show choirs beginning in June. 
Musical Theater Auditions

Auditions will be held late May and/or early June. Occasionally, we hold workshops to help to improve theatrical performances for the new and/or experienced cast members. All young children and teenage cast members should plan to attend the workshops as notified via email or announced in class and on the ShowTime website: www.KingsportShowTime.com

Note: the Senior ShowChoir may be performing with the Junior ShowChoir or with the Adult Cast, and thus, additional afternoon or evening rehearsals in addition or in lieu their regularly scheduled classes.
Other Notes: 
A few scholarships are available for students in need. Requests need to explain and describe the need in a letter to ShowTime Directors. 

We may need to have some student class meetings on Saturday mornings, or other additional days. .

The students will be placed in class based on size of costumes, age, and the “appearance” of the groups. For example, some 8th graders may be in the Junior group or some 4th graders may be moved to Junior group, etc. ShowTime does not have access to “plus size” girls or women’s costumes. 

The class schedule overlap to allow rehearsal for the group numbers. Dancers 5th grade and older should audition for our ShowChoir or Contact the director of your local dance studio for information concerning dance performances in special “ShowTime Classes.” 
Boys Classes (ages 5-12) 
We have special boys only classes—some of the boys take dance, but most do not. These classes usually meet 4 or 5 times for one hour on Wednesdays from 2:15 – 3:15PM 
Note: the boys perform routines like football, western, baseball, clowns, disco, etc. Class Fee $40 

ShowTime ShowChoir Auditions 
Students ages 10-18 may audition for the ShowChoirs in May or early June. The date will be posted on the website in the spring:. If unable to attend the audition, some auditions may be scheduled by appointment. If selected, children will take a ShowChoir class on Mondays and Wednesdays. They will perform as a group, with adult cast, and some may have solos. 

Photos & Videos for  Fun Fest Program 
The tentative dates for Class Group Photos are the week of June 28. Dancers will receive a note or a flyer will be posted in the waiting room of the ShowTime Studio. We will have a professional videographer for the performance. Ordering instructions will be announced by flyer or in a newsletter near the date of the performances. Photographs and videotapes of classes, rehearsals, and performances may be used in programs, on the ShowTime Webpage, and for ShowTime publicity.
